  The United States Fire Administration (USFA) announced today there were 81 on-duty 

firefighter fatalities in the United States as a result of incidents that occurred in 2011. This 
represents an almost seven percent decrease from the 87 fatalities reported for 2010. The 

81 fatalities occurred in 33 states, one U.S. territory, and one overseas U.S. military facility. 
Texas experienced the highest number of fatalities (seven). North Carolina experienced six     

firefighter deaths and was the only other state with five or more firefighter fatalities. 

 “In 2004 at the initial Life Safety Summit, a number of fire service leaders did not believe 

we would complete a calendar year with less than 100 firefighter on-duty deaths,” U.S. Fire  
Administrator Ernest Mitchell said. "We broke through that perceived barrier in 2009, 2010, 

and now in 2011! We salute and congratulate our fire service family and pledge to continue 
working closely with the entire fire service community and its partners to maintain and even 

accelerate this downward trend in on-duty firefighter deaths.” 

 Heart attacks were responsible for the deaths of 48 firefighters (59%) in 2011,   

nearly the same proportion of firefighter deaths from heart attack or stroke (60%) in 2010. Ten 
on-duty firefighters died in association with wildland fires, the lowest number of annual 

firefighter deaths associated with wildland fires since 1996. Fifty-four percent of all fire-
fighter fatalities occurred while performing emergency duties. Only three firefighters were killed 

in vehicle collisions.

Don’t for-

get about Critical Incident Stress Management and the benefits of dis-

cussing such feelings with chaplains, clergy, and fellow emergency work-

ers that you know will understand and can help.  Part of being prepared 

so that everybody goes home also involves our emotional well-being.  We 

want to go home “whole” and be ready to do it again when called.   

 

 Having had the opportunity to attend another annual training conference of the Federation of Fire 

Chaplains (FFC) in Alexandria, Louisiana last October, I know how important it is for us to have friends for 

support.  It’s a great support system for us.  The FFC has been able to develop a training system for fire chap-

lains, similar to that for police chaplains in the International Conference of Police Chaplains.  We have been 

able to bring that support and training to the state level through the Indiana Fire Chaplain Corps which the 

IFA has supported in the past.  We know that there are more fire chaplains around the state that are not part 

of our organization and we would welcome them.  The IFC Corps offers the FFC training and a support sys-

tem so that our members can be of better support to their departments.  This spring we’ll again offer the basic 

level course,  

Fire Chaplain Essentials, along with a CISM course or two.  This will take place at Life Church on west 10
th
 

Street near the west Marion County line on April 17-18, 2012.  After this we will staff a booth during the exhib-

its at the FDIC offering information and handouts to those who find us and inquire.  More information about 

this training and these organizations can be found at www.firechaplains.org.
